ABOUT THE NEW CHILDREN’S MUSEUM 
The New Children’s Museum (NCM) 
celebrated the opening of its new facility 
in downtown San Diego in May 2008. The 
Museum helps meet an urgent community 
need, providing early exposure to the visual 
arts at a time when arts curriculum is 
increasingly cut from schools. The Museum 
features innovative, provocative art exhibits 
that kids can touch, climb, or move; messy, 
hands-on art making opportunities; and a 
variety of arts-based classes and camps. 
Rounded out by an organic cafe and an 
outdoor park, the Museum provides a 
comfortable and engaging environment for 
the entire family to enjoy together.

In October 2009, NCM was completely 
reinvented for the introduction of its second 
exhibition, Animal Art, which explores the 
powerful relationship between humans and 
animals. The exhibition includes new works 
from 12 artists and encourages visitors 
to think about how we are different from 
animals and what it is that makes us human. 

With the new Animal Art exhibition, it’s a 
great time to visit the Museum to explore the 
galleries and create with a work of art in one 
of the brand new hands-on studio workshops. 
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
