Thanks to a generous grant from the Target Corporation, an 
average of 1,800 people visit NCM free of charge each second Sunday.

The only program of its kind in the region, “Check Out The New Children’s Museum” offers unique circulating membership 
cards throughout San Diego City Libraries. Two NCM membership cards are available for check out at all 36 branch 
libraries, enabling the borrower to experience all benefits of a Museum membership and visit free of charge. 
 
Free Title 1 Schools Visits 
Title 1 schools are those where 60% or more of the student population receive free or reduced lunch. NCM waives 
admission fees for these students and their chaperones and provides free art materials, curriculum guides, and 
administrative support for their visits.
