Dr. Teagle remains executive director during the museum’s busy summer season, its annual
fundraising gala and the opening of TRASH on October 16. The long lead-time of her announcement
allows her to help transition institutional leadership as the board selects a new director.

“Rachel has done an amazing job during her tenure here at NCM and all of the accomplishments we
have enjoyed are a tribute to her dedication and passion for our organization,” states Museum Board
President Mitch Mitchell. “She has truly set the right tone for us as we begin to focus on accomplishing
the next set of strategic initiatives and we will be forever grateful for all her contributions to our NCM
family.”
